Overview of a PC:

Key hardware and software components of a PC are:

· Processor (Pentium)

· Memory (RAM)

· Disk (hard and floppy)

· Operating system (Win95 and DOS)

· Applications (programs)

Some concepts:

· Files (programs and data) are stored on disk

· Programs load into memory to execute

· The operating system let’s users access the resources of a PC

· PC attaches to the Internet (via a modem or Ethernet card) (>>> draw a picture on the board)

· Client = PC that accesses information

· Server = PC (or other type of computer) that stores information for client access

· Web is the primary example 

· TCP/IP is the protocol (set of rules) for exchanging information on the Internet

· HTML is the “language” used by the Web for presenting information (>>> show HTML code)

Using a mouse:

· Point, left button, and right button

· Double click and drag-and-drop 

Finding and launching applications:

· Start button and task bar

· Demonstrate find and start of Netscape, PowerPoint, Mathcad, and DOS

· Demonstrate minimize, maximize, and close

Exercise #1: Find, start, and minimize Netscape, Excel, Mathcad, and DOS

Exercise #2: Find and open Mathcad tutorial

Basic DOS: (>>> point to DOS handout and have all students go to it NOW)
· Concepts of disk, file, directory, and path (filename = 8.3 and directory same as folder)

· Concept of formatting a disk (“format a:” command)

· Making directories (“md” command)

· Changing directories (“cd” command - especially “cd \” to get to root)

· Copying files between directories and disks (“copy” command)

· Erasing files (“erase” command)

· List files (“dir” command)

md a:\d2

md a:\d3

copy c:\autoexec.bat a:\d1\file1.txt

copy a:\d1\file1.txt a:\d2\file2.txt

copy a:\d1\file2.txt a:\d3\file1.txt

dir a:\d1

dir a:\d2

dir a:\d3
Using a text editor:

· A text editor is basically a “mini word processor” for creating simple text files (such as FORTRAN programs).

Show use of edit in DOS

Exercise #4: Do the following:

md c:\test

cd c:\test

edit usf.txt (>>> write a few sentences and then close the file)
cd c:\

cd c:\test

edit usf.txt (view what is in usf.txt, then close the file)

erase usf.txt

cd c:\

rd c:\test
